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Background

The popularity of Intense Pulsed Light systems has increased manifold over the last 5 years, and machines from overseas, mainly China,  can be easily imported. These machines are not approved by the therapeutic Goods Administration, and their use can incur fines in Australia. 
They are supplied with manuals very often written in poor English, lack basic values for operators in regards to applications, and are very hard to understand for owners not trained in any aspect of beauty therapy or skin knowledge. 

As the use of IPL systems is - as of yet – not legislated, anyone can use them to derive income. Without adequate training the use of these IPL systems is unfortunately on a trial and error base, where the errors are being borne by clients. 

Recent “Current Affairs” programs have shown very graphic examples of injuries by unfortunate clients.

1. IPL Distance Learning Program

This Training Product is a two part PowerPoint presentation, and aims to raise the general level of knowledge of IPL systems, as well as focusing on the actual skin and hair applications IPL systems are designed to perform. 
The program uses the internet and communicates by email facilities only.
Part I consists of a 12 module PowerPoint presentation by D. MCG. Clarkson, B.Sc., M. Phil, outlining the technical aspects of IPL systems, as well as hazards for the eyes and skin.

Part II consists of a multiple module PowerPoint presentation, outlining IPL applications for hair reduction treatments as well, as IPL applications for skin repair, pigmentation, vascular and acne treatments. Safety at the workplace and the necessity of Consent Forms, Medical History, Counter Indications and Melanoma awareness are addressed.

3. Tests

Each module has a Multiple Choice Questionnaire to be answered by the participant.
4. Time / Duration of Course

There is not time restraint on the completion of this course. Participants will be able to work at their own pace, thus allowing them to determine their own timeframe in which to receive certification. Since most of the modules are of a shorter nature, is it possible to finishing 3 to 4modules per week.

5. Certificate

After successful finishing all modules and answering multiple question of at least 80% , we will issue a Certificate, stating that the Participant has  successfully complete a Course as a IPL Technician  for Cosmetic Treatments with IPL Systems.
